Here was something that long, long ago had come out of the sky
burning. The ash had then smothered the ball and the fire had
gone out. And now 4,000 years later here we wergniing

and finishing off the fire.

It seems that as these burning balls of brimstone fell from the
sky, they set everything ablaze. And they burned right through
everything. And as they burned, afeewhile, molten material
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surrounding the sulphur cut it off from the oxygen, preserving it
in the interior of the ashes.

As | bent to pick up a block of ash, | noticed small yellow balls
embedded in it. Each ball was (or had been) surrounded by a
black cystalline shell, and around that was a reddhisttk ring
